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The Evangelical Lutheran Church in Jordan and the Holy Land is deeply dismayed at the
ongoing Israeli military incursions into Palestinian communities, especially in the city and
refugee camp of Jenin. The extensive damage to human lives and property, including the
death of children, does not further the cause of justice and will not bring Israelis or
Palestinians closer to peace or security. Our church calls for the upholding of human rights
for Palestinians, for a ceasefire, and for an end to the occupation. We lift our prayers for
all affected communities, and for the restoration of justice and peace for all of the peoples
of the Holy Land.
